DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS
Resolution 12-154, Granting a Conditional Use Permit to Allow for a Home Occupation at 1520 130th Lane NE.  Carl and Kristy White. (Case File No. 12-0039/LSJ).
Action 12-307 (AI 11.1)

Moved by Councilmember Herbst, seconded by Mayor Ryan that Resolution 12-154, “Granting a Conditional Use Permit to Allow for a Home Occupation at 1520 130th Lane NE,” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated Carl and Kristy White have been working with the City regarding their home occupation.  He stated the City’s home occupation ordinance allows home occupations, but the resident must operate according to a set of regulations listed in the Zoning Ordinance.  He stated the City received one complaint in 2012 regarding the parking of work vans on their property.  He noted that at the Public Hearing one resident opposed and one resident inquired about stored chemicals, the City received one written comment in support and another in opposition of the home occupation.  He stated in the conditional use permit states the resident has to replace the turf on the side of the driveway.  
Carl Kristy stated after the installation of home gutters the turf began to wash away.  He plans to replace the turf in the spring.  

Councilmember Herbst stated a problem with another home occupation is storage in the garage and parking causing disruption to the neighborhood.  He asked if the Kristy’s keep chemicals or supplies in the garage that would cause disruption in the neighborhood.  

Councilmember Herbst asked about expanding the driveway.  Planning and Community Development Director Schafer replied Mr. Kristy is aware of this option.  He stated Mr. Kristy plans to widen the driveway in the future.  

Councilmember Clark stated the applicant needs to follow the conditional use permit’s restrictions.  

Ms. Kristy mentioned the cul-de-sac had damage due to a storm in the past.  She stated the land is sand and turf does not take in the area next to her driveway.  She stated they have experienced issues with the same neighbor due to the neighbor’s issue with the Kristy’s dogs.

Action 12-308 (AI 11.1)

Moved by Councilmember Herbst, seconded by Councilmember Bourke, that Resolution 12-154, “Granting a Conditional Use Permit to Allow for a Home Occupation at 1520 130th Lane NE,” be amended to include the applicant shall restore the ground surface by December 2013.  

Councilmember Clark stated the Kristy’s should have a choice on the type of material to restore the ground’s surface.  He stated the rules are to park on asphalt.
Councilmember Swanson stated a year to do the work is appropriate.

Community Development Director Schafer stated the City’s inspection would be conducted next December and suggested a year for the applicant to complete the work.
Amendment adopted 5-1 (Councilmember Clark).
Amended motion adopted unanimously.
Resolution 12-155, Granting a Conditional Use Permit to Allow for Construction of an 864 Square Foot Attached Storage/Accessory Building at 10030 3rd Street NE.  Thien An Buddhist Temple.  (Case File No. 12-0038/SLK).

Action 12-309 (AI 11.2)

Moved by Councilmember Bourke, seconded by Councilmember Swanson, that Resolution 12-155, “Granting a Conditional Use Permit to Allow for Construction of an 864 Square Foot Attached Storage/Accessory Building at 10030 3rd Street NE.  Thien An Buddhist Temple,” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated Thien An Buddhist Temple that is located at 10030 3rd Street NE is proposing to construct a 24’ x 36’ attached addition to the south of the existing building.  He stated the proposed addition will be used for the storage of tables, maintenance tools, yard equipment, etc.  He stated at the Public Hearing a representative from King of Glory Church spoke of parking and drainage issues.  He noted the City received a letter from Alexandra House with parking concerns.  He noted the Thien An Buddhist Temple has asked that the 3rd Street cul-de-sac be posted no parking; although all of the adjacent property owners should concur with this before a Council action is initiated.

Councilmember Kolb suggested posting parking directional signs. 
Councilmember Swanson suggested Alexander House and the Thien An Buddhist Temple meet to discuss and resolve issues.

Councilmember Bourke commented mandated parking is not needed.

Motion adopted unanimously.

Tai D Nguyen, Thien An Buddhist Temple, stated parking is an issue.  He stated the Temple is open to the public and they cannot control where people park.  Mr. Nguyen has talked with King of Glory.  He stated the Thien An Buddhist Temple does allow semi-trucks access in order to deliver to Alexandria House.  He is willing to work with Alexandria House on the parking issue.  

Mayor Ryan commented the Alexandria House is also short on parking.

8:00 P.M. – PUBLIC HEARINGS AND ITEMS SET FOR A CERTAIN TIME

Ordinance 12-2254, Amending Appendix D – Fee Schedule of the Municipal Code of the City of Blaine.
City Manager Arneson stated City staff has reviewed the current Fee Schedule for the City and is recommending that the Fee Schedule be adopted.  He stated Minnesota Statutes states a municipality may adopt a fee schedule under this subdivision by ordinance following publication of notice of proposed action on a fee schedule at least 10 days prior to a public hearing.  He stated the Municipal Code of the City is amended by adding Appendix D adopting a Fee Schedule for City services and licensing.  He stated the City is dropping a $5 surcharge and increase fees on park dedication on both residential and commercial, and increase fee of environmental reviews by $300.  
Mayor Ryan opened the public hearing at 8:11 p.m.

There being no public input, Mayor Ryan closed the public hearing at 8:13 p.m.
Councilmember Swanson stated maintaining the neighborhood parks are an issue and the City needs to look at upgrading or replacing certain parks.  

Councilmember Bourke asked about the mowing and administration fee and if the City charges for each trip.  City Manager Arneson replied the fee is for each trip.  

Councilmember Bourke asked about the reforestation fee.  Community Development Director Schafer replied the reforestation fee is being increased to reflect the current cost of trees.  He commented when a developer removes 15 trees they are required to replace 7 trees.  

Action 12-310 (AI 9.1)

Declared by Mayor Ryan that Ordinance 12-2254, “Amending Appendix D – Fee Schedule of the Municipal Code of the City of Blaine” be introduced and placed on file for second reading at the December 20, 2012, Council meeting.

Resolution 12-156, Granting Preliminary Plat Approval to Subdivide 4.26 Acres into Two (2) Lots and one (1) Outlot to be Known as Twin Tides Addition at 1551 & 1525 99th Lane NE.  Twin City Gear Company.  (Case File No. 12-0041/LSJ).

Action 12-311 (AI 11.3)

Moved by Councilmember Herbst, seconded by Councilmember Swanson, that Resolution 12-156, “Granting Preliminary Plat Approval to Subdivide 4.26 Acres into Two (2) Lots and one (1) Outlot to be Known as Twin Tides Addition at 1551 & 1525 99th Lane NE.  Twin City Gear Company,” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated Twin City Gear (TCG) owns the property on the northwest corner of 99th Lane and Davenport Street.  TCG has been negotiating with Green Lights Recycling to purchase part of the unused lot and tenant space in the building.  He stated the preliminary plat contains two lots and one outlot.  He noted Lot 1 is a little over 3 acres and contains an existing building, parking and drive areas, and the dumpster.
Mr. Max Fenna from Twin City Gear stated the Council is welcome to visit and tour Twin City Gear at any time.  He stated it is important to recycle and he supports Green Lights Recycling.

Motion adopted unanimously.

Resolution 12-157, Granting Final Plat Approval to Subdivide 3.55 Acres into 19 Single Family Lots to be Known as the Lakes of Radisson 53rd Addition at 123rd Lane/North Lakes Boulevard.  Hans Hagen Homes.  (Case File No. 12-0043/SLK).
Action 12-312 (AI 11.4)

Moved by Councilmember Clark, seconded by Councilmember Swanson, that Resolution 12-157, “Granting Final Plat Approval to Subdivide 3.55 Acres into 19 Single Family Lots to be Known as the Lakes of Radisson 53rd Addition at 123rd Lane/North Lakes Boulevard.  Hans Hagen Homes,” be approved.

Planning Director Schafer stated the Lakes of Radisson 53rd Addition consists of subdividing 3.55 acres into a subdivision with 19 lots.  The final plat is generally consistent with the preliminary plat approved in August.  

Mayor Ryan asked if any of the units will be rentals.  Planning Director Schafer replied no.
Councilmember Herbst left at 8:24 p.m. and returned at 8:25 p.m.
Motion adopted unanimously.

ADMINISTRATION
Resolution 12-158, Adopt 2013 Charitable Gambling Fund Budget.
Action 12-313 (AI 12.1)

Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Mayor Ryan, that Resolution 12-158, “Adopt 2013 Charitable Gambling Fund Budget,” be approved.

Finance Director Huss stated the proposed 2013 Charitable Gambling Fund Budget has been increased by 50% for the organizations that received funding in 2012 and the Council added a contribution to the Civil Air Patrol.   
Motion adopted unanimously.
Resolution 12-159, Adopt 2013 Cable Television Budget.
Action 12-314 (AI 12.2) 

Moved by Councilmember Swanson, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Resolution 12-159, “Adopt 2013 Cable Television Budget,” be approved.
Finance Director Huss stated the 2013 Cable Television Budget was discussed at a Workshop on November 8 where the Council indicated their conceptual approval.  
Motion adopted unanimously.
Resolution 12-080, Approve Parking Restrictions on the North Side of 121st Avenue Between 3rd Street and 7th Street.

Action 12-315 (AI 12.3) 

Moved by Councilmember Herbst, seconded by Councilmember Bourke, that Resolution 12-080, “Approve Parking Restrictions on the North Side of 121st Avenue Between 3rd Street and 7th Street,” be approved.

City Engineer Keely stated the Council has reviewed several times this proposal to restrict parking on the north side of 121st Avenue between 3rd Street and 7th Street.  She stated the Council postponed action until a neighborhood meeting was held.  The neighborhood meeting was held in August and nine residents attended with the majority in favor of the parking restriction.  She stated the street meets the City’s residential standards, but does not meet the Minnesota State Aid (MSA) standards of no parking on both sides of the street.  She stated staff recommends Council approval of the resolution and addition of “Except for Legal Holidays” to the resolution.

Councilmember Herbst stated he agrees with parking on one side of the street.  

Councilmember Swanson asked if any MSA money has been used on this road.  City Engineer Keely replied no, but MSA funds have been used for a traffic signal at Jefferson by Roosevelt School.  She commented when University Avenue is constructed on the west end, MSA will be a funding source for signal reconstruction.

Public Services Manager Therres stated the Council will need further discussion on MSA roads and funding.  He suggested amending the resolution timeframe from August 31 to July 31 because it is the end of the season.
Action 12-316 (AI 12.3) 

Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Resolution 12-080, “Approve Parking Restrictions on the North Side of 121st Avenue Between 3rd Street and 7th Street,” be amended to end the parking restriction on July 31.  
Councilmember Clark asked about the location of the additional temporary parking.  Public Services Manager Therres replied over flow parking will be where the general rink is located.
Councilmember Kolb stated she is not comfortable with this action.
Amendment adopted unanimously 
Amended motion adopted 5-1 (Councilmember Kolb)

Motion 12-152, Authorize City Manager to Enter into Agreement with Prairie Restorations, Inc. in a Not-To-Exceed Amount of $12,500.00, Plus Tax, for Improvements at Aquatore Park in Accordance with Their Quote Dated November 16, 2012.

Action 12-317 (AI 12.4) 

Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Councilmember Swanson, that Motion 152, “Authorize City Manager to Enter into Agreement with Prairie Restorations, Inc. in a Not-To-Exceed Amount of $12,500.00, Plus Tax, for Improvements at Aquatore Park in Accordance with Their Quote Dated November 16, 2012,” be approved.

Public Services Manager Therres stated the City initiated a buckthorn removal effort in the 4.5-acre woods of Aquatore Park.  It was determined the woods need more cleaning near the gateway of the City.  The City contacted several contracts to provide quotes for improvements to the general condition of the woods and for the construction of a simple trail loop through the woods.  The Natural Resources Conservation Board reviewed three proposals and recommends the Council approve Prairie Restorations, Inc. in the amount of $12,500.00.  
Motion adopted unanimously.

Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Councilmember Bourke, that the City staff is provided a paid half day to use at the discretion of the City Manager.
