Councilmember King commented there are several vendors listed for vehicle parts and if potential savings could be realized if purchases were consolidated.   City Manager Arneson replied the City purchases parts from several vendors but that staff will research the item and respond to the Council.

Councilmember Herbst commented about the amount of a charge for towing for the police department.  City Manager Arneson replied staff will research the item and respond to the Council.

DEVELOPMENT BUSINESS

Resolution 15-024, Granting Final Plat Approval to Subdivide 137 Acres into 4 Single Family Lots and 6 Outlots for Future Development to be Known as Parkside North Addition at 125th Avenue/Lexington Avenue NE. Paxmar. (Case File No. 14-0034/SLK).

Moved by Mayor Ryan, seconded by Councilmember Clark, that Resolution 15-024, “Granting Final Plat Approval to Subdivide 137 Acres into 4 Single Family Lots and 6 Outlots for Future Development to be Known as Parkside North Addition at 125th Avenue/Lexington Avenue NE. Paxmar,” be approved.

Councilmember Herbst abstained from this item due to a conflict of interest.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated the final plat consists of four single-family lots and six outlots for future development and ponding. He noted the plat provides the right of way for the future extension of Woodland Parkway towards Lexington Avenue.

ADMINISTRATION

Ordinance 15-2306, Amending Chapter 34, Environment, Article XI, Stormwater Management, Division 2, Stormwater Management Plan, Code of Ordinances of the City of Blaine.
Stormwater Manager Hafner stated the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency revised and reissued the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) permit in August 2013.  He stated the City’s coverage under the newly revised permit was extended in March 2014 and in order to remain compliant, the City is required to update its stormwater related ordinances, policies and Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP).
Councilmember Herbst asked if there would be additional costs to a redevelopment project or existing business.  Stormwater Manager Hafner replied there would be no additional costs.

Councilmember Clark asked about the new language for redevelopment projects.  Storm Water Manager Hafner replied the new language has a control threshold.  

Stormwater Manager Hafner commented the ordinance is not based on measurement; it is based on best management practices.  

Councilmember Clark suggested changing the language.  Stormwater Manager Hafner replied the language comes from the State Construction Storm Water Permit and is measured on best management practice.
Declared by Mayor Ryan that Ordinance 15-2306, “Amending Chapter 34, Environment, Article XI, Stormwater Management, Division 2, Stormwater Management Plan, Code of Ordinances of the City of Blaine” be introduced and placed on file for second reading at the March 5, 2015, Council meeting.

Ordinance 15-2307, Amending Section 33.16(i)(1)(d), Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control, SWPPP Design Components, General Criteria, Training, Zoning Ordinance of the City of Blaine.

Stormwater Manager Hafner stated the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency revised and reissued the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) permit in August 2013.  He stated the City’s coverage under the newly revised permit was extended in March 2014 and in order to remain compliant, the City is required to update its stormwater related ordinances, policies and Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP).  He stated a clause was added listing the person responsible for the project and also lists their training.   
Councilmember Clark requested clarification from the City Attorney on the Council’s ability to have verbiage that varies from the State’s verbiage.  

Mayor Ryan asked about the number of permits.  Stormwater Manager Hafner replied there are two permits they are construction permit and municipal permit.  He stated there is a level of enforcement required by the State.  

Declared by Mayor Ryan that Ordinance 15-2307, “Amending Section 33.16(i)(1)(d), Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control, SWPPP Design Components, General Criteria, Training, Zoning Ordinance of the City of Blaine” be introduced and placed on file for second reading at the March 5, 2015, Council meeting.

Resolution 15-025, Initiate Project and Order Preparation of Feasibility Report for the 93rd Lane Industrial Park Area Street Improvements –Phase 4, Improvement Project No. 14-13.

Moved by Councilmember Hovland, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Resolution 15-025, “Initiate Project and Order Preparation of Feasibility Report for the 93rd Lane Industrial Park Area Street Improvements –Phase 4, Improvement Project No. 14-13,” be approved.

City Engineer Keely stated the 2015 Pavement Management Program includes phase four of 93rd Lane Industrial Park area street improvements, which is a partial reconstruction of the streets located in the industrial park area (93rd Lane and Baltimore Street). She noted the project will reconstruct the roads, regrade ditches and repair or replace culverts where needed.  She stated the proposed project is to be assessed among the benefitting properties, the City’s Public Utility Fund, and the Pavement Management Program Fund.

Motion adopted unanimously.

Resolution 15-026, Receive Feasibility Report and Order Public Hearing for the 93rd Lane Industrial Park Area Street Improvements – Phase 4, Improvement Project No. 14-13.

Moved by Councilmember Herbst, seconded by Councilmember King, that Resolution 15-026, “Receive Feasibility Report and Order Public Hearing for the 93rd Lane Industrial Park Area Street Improvements – Phase 4, Improvement Project No. 14-13,” be approved.

City Engineer Keely stated the project includes asphalt pavement replacement, gravel shouldering, storm drainage improvements, culvert replacements and cleaning, ditch cleaning and regrading, traffic control signage and appurtenant construction.  She stated the project includes the replacement of existing sanitary sewer castings/rings.  She stated the proposed project is to be assessed among the benefitting properties over a ten-year period, the City’s Public Utility Fund, and the Pavement Management Program Fund.
Motion adopted unanimously.

Resolution 15-027, Receive Feasibility Report and Order Public Hearing for the Pavement Management Program -2015 Bituminous Overlay, Improvement Project No. 15-01.

Moved by Councilmember Herbst, seconded by Councilmember Hovland, that Resolution 15-027, “Receive Feasibility Report and Order Public Hearing for the Pavement Management Program -2015 Bituminous Overlay, Improvement Project No. 15-01,” be approved.

City Engineer Keely stated the proposed improvements include a 1½-inch bituminous overlay, full width and edge milling, spot curb replacement and appurtenant construction on various city streets.  She stated the proposed project is to be assessed a flat rate per residential lot unit or per front foot for parcels zoned commercial/industrial and multi-family residential over a five-year period and the Pavement Management Program Fund.

Motion adopted unanimously.

Resolution 15-028, Receive Feasibility Report and Order Public Hearing for the Pavement Management Program -2015 Street Reconstructions, Improvement Project No. 15-07.

Moved by Mayor Ryan, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Resolution 15-028, “Receive Feasibility Report and Order Public Hearing for the Pavement Management Program -2015 Street Reconstructions, Improvement Project No. 15-07,” be approved.

City Engineer Keely stated the project includes a partial reconstruction of 3rd Street from 101st Avenue to 400 feet north and 92nd Circle from Woodland Road to the cul de sac.  She stated the improvements include sport curb, gutter replacement, asphalt surface removal and replacement, aggregate base and appurtenant construction.  She stated the project includes the replacement of existing sanitary sewer castings/rings.  She stated the proposed project is to be assessed among the benefitting properties over a ten-year period using the unit method for residential properties and the front footage method for commercial/industrial/high density residential properties, the City’s Public Utility Fund, and the Pavement Management Program Fund.

Councilmember Hovland asked why the City is only working on half of 3rd Street.  City Engineer Keely replied the north portion of the street has not deteriorated as the southern portion.  

Motion adopted unanimously.

Resolution 15-029, Approve Plans and Specifications and Order Advertisement for Bids for the Partial Reconstruction of Jefferson Street from 125th Avenue to the Northern City Limits, Improvement Project No. 13-18.

Moved by Councilmember Herbst, seconded by Councilmember King, that Resolution 15-029, “Approve Plans and Specifications and Order Advertisement for Bids for the Partial Reconstruction of Jefferson Street from 125th Avenue to the Northern City Limits, Improvement Project No. 13-18,” be approved.

City Engineer Keely stated the project improvements include sport curb and gutter replacement, new concrete sidewalk on the west side of Jefferson Street with retaining walls, storm sewer structures, asphalt surface, traffic control signage, striping and appurtenant construction.  She stated the project includes the replacement of existing sanitary sewer castings/rings.  She stated the proposed project is to be assessed among the benefitting properties over a ten-year period, the City’s Public Utility Fund, and the City’s Municipal State Aid Street Fund.

Motion adopted unanimously.

Motion 15-022, Complete 2014 Capital Purchase of Squad Computers.

Moved by Mayor Ryan, seconded by Councilmember Swanson, that Motion 15-022, “Complete 2014 Capital Purchase of Squad Computers,” be approved.

Police Chief/Safety Services Manager Olson stated four ruggedized notebook computers were returned to the vendor because they did not meet configuration requirements.  He stated staff is requesting approval to carry over the 2014 appropriation and approve the purchase of four ruggedized notebook computers from Brite.
Councilmember Bourke asked if the computers come with software packages.  Police Chief/Safety Services Manager Olson replied no, City staff installs the software.  

Motion adopted unanimously.

Moved by Councilmember King, seconded by Councilmember Bourke, that Motion 15-023, “2015 Capital Purchase of Squad Computers,” be approved.

Police Chief/Safety Services Manager Olson stated staff is requesting approval for the purchase of nine ruggedized notebook computers from Now Micro and have the computers installed in squad vehicles.  
Councilmember Bourke asked if the computers are on a rotation.  Police Chief/Safety Services Manager Olson replied yes, the computers are on a five-year rotation.
