1. Where duplicate Rent would occur, a credit shall be taken by Tenant for any prepayment of duplicate Rent by Tenant.

Landlord or Tenant may from time to time designate any other address for this purpose by providing written notice to the other Party.

Each reference in the Lease to itself shall be deemed also to refer to this First Amendment.
