SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT TO JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT
FOR THE SIGNAL CONSTRUCTION AT COUNTY STATE AID HIGHWAY 52
(RADISSON RD/101ST AVE) AND XYLITE STREET
AND FOR SIGNAL MODIFICATIONS AT CSAH 52 AND FLANDERS STREET
IN THE CITY OF BLAINE, MN 
(SAP 002-652-007, SAP 002-652-008 AND 106-020-035)

	THIS SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT is made by the parties on the last date executed below between the County of Anoka, 2100 Third Avenue, Anoka, Minnesota 55303, hereinafter referred to as “County”, and the City of Blaine, 10801 Town Square Drive NE, Blaine, Minnesota 55449, hereinafter referred to as “City”. The County and City are referred to collectively as the “Parties”. 

WITNESSETH

	WHEREAS, the Parties entered into to a Joint Powers Agreement to construct a traffic signal at the intersection of CSAH 52 and Xylite Street, located in the City of Blaine, County of Anoka, State of Minnesota; 

	WHEREAS, the Joint Powers Agreement detailed the roles and obligations of the Parties in acquiring the additional right-of-way necessary to construct the traffic control signal and turn lanes for the traffic signal construction project at the intersection of CSAH 52 and Xylite Street; 

	WHEREAS, per the terms of the Joint Powers Agreement, it is City’s responsibility to pay the land owners for the acquisition of the additional right-of-way required for the traffic signal construction project, and the additional right-of-way shall be owned, controlled, and deeded to City; 

	WHEREAS, per the Joint Powers Agreement, County and its consultant are responsible for negotiating the acquisition of the additional right-of-way required for the traffic signal construction project; 

	WHEREAS, County’s consultant negotiated agreements with the owners of two parcels to acquire the necessary right-of-way for those parcels, prepared deeds and settlement documents, and proceeded to have them executed by the parties; 

	WHEREAS, the additional right-of-way for the two parcels has been deeded to County, contrary to the terms of the Joint Powers Agreement; 

	WHEREAS, the Parties agree that it is in the best interests of all parties to proceed with County obtaining title by recording deeds to the properties and paying the property owners directly for acquired right-of-way interests, with County thereafter assigning its interest in the parcels to City, at which time the County will be reimbursed by City upon receiving title to the acquired right-of-way from the County. 


	NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY STIPULATED AND AGREED AS FOLLOWS: 

1. County shall proceed to acquire the necessary right-of-way for the traffic signal construction project for parcel owned by Dorothy Peddycoart et al., PIN 21-31-23-44-0016 (hereinafter referred to as “Parcel 3”), and the parcel owned by Chugwater, LLC, PIN 21-31-23-33-0010 (hereinafter referred to as “Parcel 5”), per the terms of County’s agreement with the parcel owners; 

2. The Parties agree the acquired right-of-way will be initially paid for and deeded to County, per County’s agreements with the Owners of Parcel 3 and Parcel 5; 

3. County will deed the acquired right-of-way to the City on or before December 1, 2020. 

4. City will reimburse the County for the costs of acquiring the right-of-way from the above-named parcel owners upon City’s receipt of deed transferring ownership of the right-of-way interests from County to City. 

5. The Parties agree that City has no obligation to pay and will not reimburse County for the acquisition costs of the right-of-way for Parcel 3 and Parcel 5 unless and until County transfers ownership of the right-of-way for Parcel 3 and Parcel 5 to City by executing a deed transferring the right-of-way to the City. 

6. The Parties agree that this Supplemental Agreement to the Joint Powers Agreement shall act to modify the Parties’ previously executed Joint Powers Agreement with regard to Parties’ mutual obligations for right-of-way acquisition.
