Resolution No. 12-132, Approve an Agreement with Center for Energy and Environment (CEE) to Administer the Blaine Home Improvement Loan Program. 
Action 12-13 
Moved by Commissioner Swanson, seconded by Commissioner Herbst, that Resolution No. 12-132, “Approve an Agreement with Center for Energy and Environment (CEE) to Administer the Blaine Home Improvement Loan Program,” be approved.
Safety Services Manager Olson stated the City published an RFP for the administration of the Blaine Home Improvement Loan Program.  He stated one proposal was received from the Center for Energy and Environment (CEE) who has managed the Blaine Home Improvement Loan Program since 1998.  He noted that CEE also provides residents with additional low-interest programs to complement the City’s program.  He stated the resolution is for a five-year contract with an option for an additional two-year extension.  He stated under the terms of the contract, CEE would be paid a fixed sum for every loan they process (not to exceed $2,500 for the five year contract.  

Commissioner Swanson asked if manufactured homes are covered under the program.  Safety Services Manager Olson replied manufactured homes used to be covered and he would double check the agreement and report back to the Council.
