Police Chief Olson thanked the Council for their support of the Explorer Program.  Sargeant Owens introduced Explore Captains Charlie Bloomer and Carey Davis and gave an overview of the Explorer Program.  He noted Blaine has 40 Police Explorers who have donated over 7,860 hours in the community along with 23 Police Advisors.  Sargeant Owens thanked the sponsors Wal-mart (Hwy 65 and Pheasant Ridge) and 3M Championship who support the Explore Program.  Charlie Bloomer gave an overview of the Blaine Explorers’ performance at the State Conference.  Carey Davis gave an overview of the upcoming National Explorers Conference and her participation at the National Leadership Academy.
Mayor Ryan proclaimed November 1, 2013 as Extra Mile Day 2013 in the City of Blaine.
Mayor Ryan proclaimed Matthew Choquette an outstanding citizen and thanked him for his project, which contributed to the attractiveness of six City parks, and congratulated him on receiving his Eagle Scout Award.

Moved by Councilmember Bourke, seconded by Mayor Ryan, that Motion 13-122, “Providing Host City Authorization for the Issuance of Revenue Bonds on Behalf of Bethesda Lutheran Communities, Inc.,” be approved.

Finance Director Huss stated the Wisconsin Health and Educational Facilities Authority is requesting Blaine provide host city approval for the issuance of revenue bonds on behalf of Bethesda Lutheran Communities, Inc. to finance the purchase of a van.  He noted the applicant needs host city approval and the bonds issued will not be obligations of the City.  He stated that the Council had questioned the amount of the bond was greater than the amount of the use for the residence listed on the bond.  He noted that the home is leased by Bethesda.  

Councilmember Swanson questioned the $600,000 bond.  Finance Director Huss stated the bond would be reduced to the actual purchase.  

Monica Schmidt, Bethesda Area Director, stated she is overseeing the operations in Minnesota and noted there are seven properties within three communities in Minnesota that will share the funding.  She stated Bethesda purchased Community Living, Inc. on August 1, 2013.  

Motion adopted unanimously.

Resolution 13-176, Adopting Assessment for Pavement Management Program 2013 Bituminous Overlay Improvement Project No. 13-01.

Action 13-289 (AI 9.1)
Moved by Councilmember Swanson, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Resolution 13-176, “Adopting Assessment for Pavement Management Program 2013 Bituminous Overlay Improvement Project No. 13-01,” be approved.

City Engineer Keely stated the project includes 1½ inch bituminous overlay, edge milling, spot curb replacement, and appurtenant construction.  She stated the Assessment Roll has been prepared consistent with the Feasibility Report and funding for the project for the 38 streets will be through assessments of 725 parcels and the Pavement Management Program Fund.  She stated the City has received many calls about the payment options. 
City Engineer Keely stated the City received one written objection to the assessments from Jake Janiszewski, 201 91st Avenue NE, which states he would like to appeal his assessment for the new road construction, his taxes should cover the cost and his road did not need any repairs as it was in fine condition.

Mayor Ryan opened the Public Hearing at 8:05 p.m.

Nathan Wilson, 11540 Terrace Road, asked if the road between Jefferson and 117th Avenue is part of the project.  City Engineer Keely replied there is no work done east of Jefferson Street on Terrace Road.  

Deborah Murphy, 248 118th Avenue NE stated her road was done over one month ago.  She stated the road already needs maintenance.  She asked if she would be assessed for the repairs.  Mayor Ryan replied the warranty will cover the cost.  City Engineer Keely stated the City received a call and worked with the contractor to repair the road.

Noah Bock 9263, 9245, 9237 Xylite Street, stated he owns three lots on the street.  He stated there are buses, semi-trucks, dump trucks, and garbage trucks from Waste Management on his street.  He stated the vehicles on the street go too fast.  He is concerned about his assessments for the three lots.  

Beth Nelson, 9084 Terrace Road, stated she is confused about the assessment amount.  She stated she was told that the assessment would be put onto the property taxes, but she was not told that interest would be charged over five years.  She was not told she could pay the assessment up front.  

Council discussion on the City’s form letter that is sent to the residents.

Dave Ocel, 9228 5th Street, asked about the City’s payment option #4 and asked for clarification.  City Engineer Keely replied payment options are within State Statues.  She stated the letter states the resident can prepay the assessment without interest if the resident pays before November 15, 2013.  She stated after the 30 days the first year of interest is charged.  Public Services Manager Therres stated if the resident wants to make a partial payment prior to the 30 day timeframe, the remaining balance is charged 4.5% interest.  He stated if the resident pays the remaining balance next year; the resident would only pay interest for that year.

Mr. Ocel asked how many years will the road be warrantied.  Mayor Ryan replied there is no warranty, but the road’s life is expected to be good for 15 to 20 years.   

Mayor Ryan closed the Public Hearing at 8:31 p.m.
