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Starting January 1st 2017, the City will be replacing its 96 Gallon Unlimited Garbage Service with our New 96 Gallon Premium Service. Throughout this past year, we have been analyzing our waste stream and have determined that the Unlimited Service is not working as it was intended. The New Premium Service plan will allow residents with the large 96 gallon cart to dispose of virtually an unlimited amount of non-toxic solid waste typically generated by an average household, and will still provide the benefit of disposing of a limited number of large and bulky items, not normally collected by other haulers. 
The new service will allow residents to dispose of six (6) large or bulky items per year; see the reverse side of the flyer for items that are considered large and bulky. If you require more than 6 items to be collected in a calendar year you will need to contact Walters at (763) 780-8464 to arrange for an additional pick up.  The cost for this will be itemized and subject to pricing listed on the back side of this flyer. All fees associated with the collection of items, after your annual allocation of 6 items, will be billed directly by Walters. 
The New Premium Service is also changing how Construction Debris and Carpet is collected. Residents will now be required to contact Walters to order a roll-off dumpster for Construction Debris and Carpet. Premium Service customers will receive a discounted rate on roll-off dumpster fees. All fees associated with the collection of items will be subject to the rates listed on the fee schedule and will be billed directly by Walters. 
In addition, we are implementing a new policy on the number of garbage carts residents may have. Starting January 1st only 3-96 gallon carts will be allowed with Premium Service. If you have more than 3-96 gallon carts, please leave all of you trash carts out on your first scheduled pickup day after January 1st. Walters will remove all but 3 of the carts. Residents with the 38 and 65 gallon carts are only allowed one cart, but may have multiple recycling carts. 
As an alternative to disposal, please keep in mind that many items in good condition can be donated to a number of charitable organizations. Donating items will keep them out of the landfills and in the hands of those who will benefit from them. If items are not able to be donated, the City runs a recycling day on the 3rd Saturday of every month at Aquatore Park from 10am to 2pm. See the City of Blaine website to find more information. 
If you are looking for more information on where to bring specific items Anoka County has created the Anoka County Recycling and Disposal Directory Index, found on the Anoka County website (http://www.anokacounty.us/1653/Search-the-Recycling-and-Disposal-Direct).  Walters Recycling (763)780-8464 and Shamrock Disposal (763) 780-0404  have transfer stations located in Blaine that are open to the public, allowing you to bring items directly to them for disposal for a fee. Walters is offering a 15% discount for Blaine residents who bring items directly to their transfer station. Simply show your ID to receive your discount.

Special Fees – Hardship Assistance
In the event that a Blaine resident currently subscribed to the premium service, experiences a hardship as defined below, the resident will be eligible to receive discounted fees for certain garbage services.
Hardship defined – The City will consider as hardship, the following: the death or incapacity of a property owner that results in leaving the house vacant. 
Special fees – For residents qualifying for Hardship Assistance as defined above, the City will pay up to $300 for delivery and use of a roll-off dumpster for up to seven (7) days.  Additional use of a roll-off dumpster for a period beyond seven days will be the responsibility of the property owner(s).
Before receiving hardship assistance, those responsible for the property will be required to provide evidence of the event causing the hardship.  
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
