Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated the applicant proposes to subdivide 18.26 acres into a subdivision with 55 dwelling units creating single-family residential units.  He stated lots 1-21, block 1 will have 21 single-family lots that are 75 feet wide; lots 1-7, block 2 and lots 1-27, block 3 will have 34 single-family lots that are 65 feet wide.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated the Parkside North development will consist of a mixed use development on 135 acres on the southeast corner of Lexington Avenue and 125th Avenue.  He stated the development would be phased over 3-5 years and will have 600 housing units and 120,000 square feet of commercial retail, service or office.  He stated the size and scope of the project requires an Environmental Assessment Worksheet (EAW).

Moved by Councilmember Swanson, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Motion 14-112, “Approve Quote from C.W. Houle, Inc. for the Flowerfield Road Replacement Project in the Amount of $27,733. Improvement Project No. 13-21,” be approved.
City Engineer Keely stated there is erosion and failing culvert issues under Flowerfield Road at the bottom of the hill just east of Lexington Avenue.  She stated staff has prepared a plan to replace the failing culvert with a concrete culvert to stop the erosion and install 120 feet of concrete curb to direct the runoff into two storm structures.  She stated Flowerfield Road will be repaved with the Weston Woods development and staff is recommending Council accept a quote from C.W. Houle, Inc. in the amount of $27,733.  She noted the funding source for this work is the Stormwater Utility Fund and there are sufficient funds to cover the costs.  
Motion adopted unanimously.

Motion 14-113, Accepting the Proposal for Resurfacing of Two Tennis Courts at Territorial Park in the Amount of $13,935 from Surface Pro.

Public Services Manager Therres stated two tennis courts at Territorial Park need to be resurfaced.  He stated the low bid came in well below the budgeted amount and staff is requesting Council accept the bid from Surface Pro.
Motion adopted unanimously.

Motion 14-114, Approval of the 2015 North Metro Cable Commission and North Metro Television Budget and PEG Fee Increase.

City Manager Arneson stated each year the Cable Commission’s budget must be acted on by October 15th by member cities.  He noted the budget for 2015 has an increase due to legal fees for franchise transfer and renewal expenses, and 2% wage increase and benefits.  He stated there are budgeted capital costs for replacing older video systems and computer software upgrades, licensing agreements, building landscaping, and building bond payment.  He noted franchise fees paid back to member cities are the same as last year.  
Motion adopted unanimously.

Resolution 14-150, Amend the 2014 Budget in Community Development and Finance to Create an Administrative Support Position to be Utilized Between Utility Billing and Building Inspections.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated staff is requesting the addition of a full-time administrative support staff position that would be shared by Building Inspections and Finance.

Ordinance 14-2288, Ordinance Amending Chapter 2, Administration, Article II.  City Council, Section 2-31, Salaries of Mayor and Councilmembers, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Blaine.
City Manager Arneson stated Council salaries were last increased in January 2007.  He noted if approved the increase would take effect January 2015.
