The meeting was called to order by Mayor Ryan at 7:15 p.m.

Discussion on Snow Removal for Four Seasons Curling Club and Fogerty Arena
Public Services Manager Therres stated the City does all snow removal in the parking lots for all the parking areas in Fogerty Arena and Aquatore Park as part of a route and done the day after the snowfall.  He stated last winter the City received comments on not getting to the lots quicker, which raised the question of whether Fogerty Arena/Four Seasons Curling Club should be responsible for snow removal on some of the lots.  He mentioned selling Fogerty Arena one of the City’s pick-up trucks with a plow.
Councilmember Herbst asked who benefits from the City plowing the lots around Fogerty.  Public Services Manager Therres replied Fogerty, senior center, water tower, and recycling center.  He noted that the Curling Club and Fogerty Arena benefit.

Mayor Ryan suggested selling a truck to Fogerty.

Councilmember Kolb suggested Fogerty Arena contract with a private snow plower.  

Councilmember Kolb clarified that the City will plow the road.  Public Services Manager Therres replied the street gets plowed by a schedule.
Councilmember Bourke asked if lot snow plower could plow the street too.  City Manager Arneson replied no and the snow plower cannot push snow onto the road.  

Council consensus the City will no longer plow the Fogerty parking lot.

Public Services Manager Therres stated staff will contact Fogerty Arena.
