CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Ryan at 6:30 p.m.

Anoka County Representatives

Jerry Soma gave a brief history of his 47-year career with Anoka County.  
Councilmember Kolb arrived at 6:32 p.m.

Councilmember Clark arrived at 6:33 p.m.

Robyn West, District 3, stated she is starting her seventh year on the County Board.  She is the chair of the Public Works Committee, Management Committee, Intergovernmental Committee, and Information Technology Committee.
Julie Braastad stated she served on the Ham Lake City Council for the past six years and is new to the County Board.
Rhonda Sivarajah, District 6, stated she has been on the County Board for eleven years and had worked for the County for twelve years.  

The Blaine City Council members introduced themselves.
City Manager Arneson provided an overview of upcoming projects the City is working on:  Park-n-Ride on Paul Parkway, sports expansion of Soccer, Lacrosse, Rugby, and Curling, fiber optic hook up, University Avenue reconstruction, 916 School, apartment complex, two large land platting projects, street improvements, Pavement Management Program, and infrastructure maintenance.
Ms. Sivarajah stated Anoka expanded a park near Trout Air and a parking lot will be built for people to use.  She stated the County is working with Gander Mountain on developing a youth hunting program.  
Ms. West stated broadband expansion will be done in the spring and the Veterans Service office has just been expanded.  
Mr. Soma stated the County will be upgrading the Sheriffs’ gun range and building new classrooms and targets.  

Ms. West stated the County has just finished staffing the new Forensic Station.  
Ms. Sivarajah stated Lean training was conducted throughout the County to identify efficiencies.  Ms. Sivarajah thanked Chief Olson’s participation on the Joint Wide Enforcement Council.  
Ms. Sivarajah noted the golf tournament planning will be starting soon.  
Ms. Sivarajah stated the County will provide best guess estimates on property value projections soon to the City.  Councilmember Kolb suggested the County issue monthly property projection reports.  

Ms. Sivarajah stated the Local Elected Officials meeting structure has changed in response to the members request by condensing the meeting time and reducing the meal cost.  The next meeting is on January 30.  
Mayor Ryan stated the Civil Air Patrol will sponsor the City’s July 4th fireworks and the City will donate $5,000 to be used towards a new building.  
Councilmember Bourke brought up the 109th and Sunset realignment.  Ms. Sivarajah replied she has received the same emails.  City Arneson stated this project is part of the 2013 road program.
