Speaker 14-06, Approve Invoice for New Dug Outs at Blaine Baseball Complex.
Action 14-322 (AI 5.1)

Parks and Recreation Program Supervisor Krieger stated the new dug outs at the Blaine Baseball Complex are being paid by donations from the four baseball organizations.  He noted the organizations donated $18,000 to the project and staff is requesting payment approval of $12,578 to Classic Construction.  Mayor Ryan and Parks and Recreation Manager Krieger recognized Blaine Fusion Team, Blaine High School Boosters, Blaine Area Little League, and Blaine Area Traveling Baseball Association for their contributions.

Councilmember Herbst asked about the results from the well study.  City Manager Arneson stated the last well field will be located off of Lexington Avenue.  He noted that positive reports have been submitted to the DNR.

Action 14-325 (AI 10.3)

Moved by Councilmember Clark, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Motion 14-206, “Approve Lease Agreement with Verizon Wireless LLC on Tower No. 1” be amended to the revised annual initial lease amount of $19,479.01 per year, and approved. 

Public Services Manager Therres stated Verizon Wireless LLC wishes to lease space on Water Tower No. 1 for wireless communication equipment.  He stated the lease follows the League of Minnesota Cities’ model and was reviewed and approved by the City Attorney.  He noted the lease is for five years with four automatic five-year renewals, unless terminated by either party.

Police Chief/Safety Services Manager Olson stated staff is proposing to change the parking during snowfall ordinance to not allow parking on any street after two inches of snowfall and until the snow on the street has been plowed from curb to curb.

Action 14-327 (AI 11.1A)
Moved by Councilmember Bourke, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Ordinance 14-2296, “Rezoning from PBD (Planned Business District) To DF (Development Flex) a 66 Bed Memory Care Facility for JEA Senior Living at Ulysses Street/Ulysses Lane. JEA Senior Living. (CASE FILE NO. 14-0051/LSJ),” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated the applicant wishes to construct a specialized memory care facility on the site which is currently zoned PBD (Planned Business District).  The applicant is requesting a zoning change to DF (Development Flex) which requires a conditional use permit.  
Motion adopted unanimously
Resolution 14-196, Granting a Conditional Use Permit to Allow for Construction and Operation of a 66 Bed Memory Care Facility in a DF (Development Flex) Zoning District at Ulysses Street/Ulysses Lane. JEA Senior Living. (CASE FILE NO. 14-0051/LSJ).
Action 14-328 (AI 11.1B)
Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Resolution 14-196, “Granting a Conditional Use Permit to Allow for Construction and Operation of a 66 Bed Memory Care Facility in a DF (Development Flex) Zoning District at Ulysses Street/Ulysses Lane. JEA Senior Living. (CASE FILE NO. 14-0051/LSJ),” be approved.
Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated the applicant wishes to construct a specialized memory care facility on a site which is currently zoned PBD (Planned Business District).  The applicant is requesting a zoning change to DF (Development Flex) which requires a conditional use permit.  

Motion adopted unanimously
Resolution 14-197, Resolution Granting a Conditional use Permit to Allow for Construction of a Second Entrance on Jefferson Street NE for Westwood Intermediate and Westwood Middle School at 701 and 711 91st Avenue NE. ISD 16 (Case File No. 14-0056/BKS).

Action 14-329 (AI 11.2)
Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Councilmember Clark, that Resolution 14-197, “Resolution Granting a Conditional use Permit to Allow for Construction of a Second Entrance on Jefferson Street NE for Westwood Intermediate and Westwood Middle School at 701 and 711 91st Avenue NE. ISD 16,” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated Spring Lake Park (ISD 16) is requesting an amendment to their Westwood School site to allow the construction of a new bus access onto Jefferson Street.  He noted the current access on 91st Avenue would remain as a pedestrian and passenger vehicle access.
Jeff Ronneberg, Super Intendant ISD 16, stated the School District has grown considerably and it is anticipated to grow by 500 students for 2015-2016 school year.  He noted that a growth of 6,500 students is expected over the next eight years.  He stated the new access will increase the safety of the students.  
Councilmember Swanson asked about the bus routes for the buses heading east and south.  Amy Schultz, Director of Business Services, replied most of the buses go south on Jefferson to 89th.
Councilmember Clark asked how the traffic will differ from today.  Ms. Schultz replied today all traffic uses 91st and head east.  She noted most of the buses will head south.  She commented new bus routes have not been developed yet.  
Councilmember Swanson asked with the addition of 500 students, how many more buses will be needed.  Ms. Schultz replied possibly seven more buses.  
Ann Chlebeck, 9135, asked how the bus traffic and the bike trail will interact and if there will be traffic control.  Mayor Ryan replied the school staff and neighbors will have to watch.

Ms. Chlebeck asked if cars could use the new access.  Mr. Ronneberg replied the new access will separate the buses and cars.  

Motion adopted unanimously
Resolution 14-198, Granting a Conditional Use Permit Amendment to Allow for Construction of a 13,111 Square Foot Medical Office Building and a Shared Access and Zero Lot Line in a DF (Development Flex) Zoning District at 109th Avenue/Club West Parkway. HC Development II, LLC. (Case File No. 14‑0058/LSJ).
Action 14-330 (AI 11.3)
Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Councilmember Bourke, that Resolution 14-198, “Granting a Conditional Use Permit Amendment to Allow for Construction of a 13,111 Square Foot Medical Office Building and a Shared Access and Zero Lot Line in a DF (Development Flex) Zoning District at 109th Avenue/Club West Parkway. HC Development II, LLC,” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated the applicant is requesting a conditional use permit amendment be reissued and extended in order for a third and final building to be constructed.  
Motion adopted unanimously
Resolution 14-199, Granting Final Plat Approval to Subdivide 28.53 Acres into 42 Single Family Lots and Two Outlots to be Known as Preserve at Legacy Creek 3rd Addition (Legacy Creek Parkway/129th Avenue NE). The Ryland Group, Inc. (Case File No. 14-0059/LSJ).

Action 14-331 (AI 11.4)
Moved by Mayor Ryan, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Resolution 14-199, “Granting Final Plat Approval to Subdivide 28.53 Acres into 42 Single Family Lots and Two Outlots to be Known as Preserve at Legacy Creek 3rd Addition (Legacy Creek Parkway/129th Avenue NE). The Ryland Group, Inc.,” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated the applicant is requesting final plat approval for the third phase of the development.  He stated the final plat known as The Preserve at Legacy Creek 3rd Addition consists of 42 single-family lots and two outlots.  
Councilmember Herbst asked who will do the calcium chloride on the road.  Planning and Community Development Director Schafer replied the City will do the calcium chloride and the developer is paying for it.
Motion adopted unanimously
Resolution 14-200, Granting Final Plat Approval to Plat an Outlot into One (1) Lot to be Known as Legacy Creek 5th Addition at 125th Avenue/Legacy Creek Parkway. Stepping Stones Early Learning Center. (Case File No. 14-0044/LSJ).

Action 14-332 (AI 11.5)
Moved by Councilmember Bourke, seconded by Councilmember Kolb, that Resolution 14-200, “Granting Final Plat Approval to Plat an Outlot into One (1) Lot to be Known as Legacy Creek 5th Addition at 125th Avenue/Legacy Creek Parkway. Stepping Stones early Learning Center,” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated the applicant wishes to locate a facility on the property that is zoned B-2 (Community Commercial).  He noted that the existing outlot will now be platted so a building permit can be issued.  
Motion adopted unanimously
Resolution 14-201, Declaring a Negative Need for an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for Parkside North (Paxmar) to the Environmental Quality Board (EQB) at Lexington Avenue/South of 125th Avenue. (Case File No. 14-0034/BKS).

Action 14-333 (AI 11.6)
Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Councilmember Bourke, that Resolution 14-201, “Declaring a Negative Need for an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for Parkside North (Paxmar) to the Environmental Quality Board (EQB) at Lexington Avenue/South of 125th Avenue,” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated the Parkside North development will consist of a mixed use covering approximately 135 acres and contain up to 600 housing units varying in density and style.  He stated the development will also include 120,000 square feet of commercial retail, service or office use.  He stated that the size and scope of the project requires the preparation and processing of an Environmental Assessment Worksheet (EAW).  He noted the project would be phased over a three to five year period.  
Motion adopted 5-0-1 (Councilmember Herbst abstained due to the proximity of the project).
Ordinance 14-2295, Granting a Code Amendment to the B-2 (Community Commercial) and the I-2 (Heavy Industrial) Zoning Districts to Allow for Indoor Sales of Vehicles as a Conditional Use. City of Blaine.  

Action 14-334 (AI 11.7)
Moved by Mayor Ryan, seconded by Councilmember Swanson, that Ordinance 14-2295, “Granting a Code Amendment to the B-2 (Community Commercial) and the I-2 (Heavy Industrial) Zoning Districts to Allow for Indoor Sales of Vehicles as a Conditional Use,” be approved.

Planning and Community Development Director Schafer stated a dealer’s license is needed with auto body or major auto repair shops in order to transfer titles and sell vehicles that they repair and own as part of their business. He noted the State requires a local zoning sign-off on each dealer license and in the B-2 and I-2 zones the City is unable to execute the sign-off.  He stated the amendment would allow indoor sales of passenger vehicles with the issuance of a conditional use permit. 

Motion adopted 5-0-1 (Councilmember Bourke abstained due to conflict of interest).

Motion 14-141, Approve Quote from Voss Utility and Plumbing for the Baltimore Street Storm Sewer Repair. Improvement Project No. 14-12. 

Action 14-335 (AI 12.1)

Moved by Mayor Ryan, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Motion 14-141, “Approve Quote from Voss Utility and Plumbing for the Baltimore Street Storm Sewer Repair,” be approved.
City Engineer Keely stated a rusted out metal storm sewer pipe has created a sinkhole in the street in front of the driveway to Metro Storage.  She stated staff solicited a quote from Metro Storage’s contractor, Voss Utility and Plumbing to remove the failed corrugated metal storm pipe and replace it with a concrete pipe, replace one catch basin and patch the street.  She stated staff is recommending accepting the quote from Voss Utility and Plumbing for $17,397.  She noted the funding source for this work is the Storm Water Utility Fund and there are sufficient funds to cover the costs.  

Mayor Ryan asked about traffic control.  City Engineer Keely replied Voss will contract the traffic control.  

Motion adopted unanimously.

Motion 14-142, Authorize City Manager to Enter into Contract with Prairie Restorations, Inc. in the Amount of $28,500 for Open Space Management.  

Action 14-336 (AI 12.2)

Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Councilmember Clark, that Motion 14-142, “Authorize City Manager to Enter into Contract with Prairie Restorations, Inc. in the Amount of $28,500 for Open Space Management,” be approved.
Storm Water Manager Hafner stated the Council approved the NRCB CIP for 2014 that includes the continuation of the management plan with Prairie Restorations, Inc. in several of the City’s open spaces.  
Motion adopted unanimously.

Resolution 14-202, Approve Joint Powers Agreement with Anoka County for the Jurisdictional Change and Rehabilitation of County Road 87 (105th Avenue) from Trunk Highway 65 to County State Aid Highway 52 (Radisson Road). Improvement Project No. 14-11.
Action 14-337 (AI 12.3)

Moved by Mayor Ryan, seconded by Councilmember Herbst, that Resolution 14-202, “Approve Joint Powers Agreement with Anoka County for the Jurisdictional Change and Rehabilitation of County Road 87 (105th Avenue) from Trunk Highway 65 to County State Aid Highway 52 (Radisson Road),” be approved.

City Engineer Keely stated the Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) states the Anoka County will revoke 105th Avenue from their system on May 1, 2015.  She noted the County will provide routine winter maintenance activities and pothole patching through April 30, 2015, and the County will pay the City $500,000 following execution of the JPA and the remaining $623,000 after May 1, 2015.
Motion adopted unanimously.
Resolution 14-145, Authorize City Manager to Enter into Contract with WSB & Associates, Inc. in the Amount of $348,700 for Preliminary and Final Design for the Reconstruction of 105th Avenue from TH65 to Radisson Road (CSAH 52). Improvement Project No. 14-11.

Action 14-338 (AI 12.4)

Moved by Councilmember Clark, seconded by Councilmember Bourke, that Resolution 14-145, “Authorize City Manager to Enter into Contract with WSB & Associates, Inc. in the Amount of $348,700 for Preliminary and Final Design for the Reconstruction of 105th Avenue from TH65 to Radisson Road (CSAH 52),” be approved.

City Engineer Keely stated the City received three proposals and staff recommends acceptance of the proposal from WSB & Associates, Inc. in the amount of $348,700.  She noted that temporary funding will be from the Municipal State Aid construction fund and permanent funding from the Municipal State Aid street fund, Tax Increment Financing funds, County Turnback funds, and the Water Utility fund.  
Motion adopted unanimously.
Resolution 14-204, Adopt 2015 Storm Drainage Utility Fund Budget.

Action 14-339 (AI 12.5)

Moved by Councilmember Swanson, seconded by Mayor Ryan, that Resolution 14-204, “Adopt 2015 Storm Drainage Utility Fund Budget,” be approved.

Finance Director Huss stated the proposed budget includes a fee increase of $0.25 per month for 2015 and one additional FTE staff member.

Moved by Councilmember Kolb, seconded by Councilmember Bourke, that Motion 14-143, “Approve 2014 – 2015 Deicing Chemical Contract Purchase for $286,560.00,” be approved.

Public Works Director Ulrich stated staff is requesting approval of the Deicing Salt contract for 2014-2015 winter season.  He noted the contract amount of salt is 4,000 tons.
